Pursuant to P.A. 331 of 2006 

Section 406(3) 
Parolee Success Rates by MPRI Site 

September 30, 2007 
 
Section 406(3) of 2006 P.A. 331 requires that the Department of Corrections provide a report on 
comparison of the overall recidivism rates and length of time prior to prison return of offenders who 
participated in the MPRI with those of offenders who did not. The report should disaggregate the 
information by each pilot site in order to compare the practices and success rates of each pilot. 
 
It is important to note that, in Section F of the quarterly status report to which this addendum is attached, 
there is a thorough summary of overall statewide MPRI outcomes to date – which shows that parolees 
who have participated in MPRI have seen a 26% improvement in their recidivism rates when compared to 
baseline failure rates and controlling for history of prior parole failure and time at risk of recidivism. 
 
Because MPRI is an intensive investment of resources and follows an evidence-based practices model, 
the services made available through MPRI are reserved for parolees who are at moderate to high risk for 
recidivism due to criminogenic factors that the services are designed to address.  Thus, when comparing 
MPRI parolees to All Other Parolees, please be advised that each group would essentially have a separate 
baseline because MPRI parolees are quantifiably higher risk offenders than other parolees and simply 
comparing one table to another does not provide a valid and reliable comparison of the actual impact 
MPRI has had on the recidivism outcomes of MPRI participants.   
 
All prisoners who paroled to Michigan Counties between January 1, 2005 and July 31, 2007 are included 
in the analysis. During this period, there were a total of 26,965 paroles, not including 536 who paroled out 
of state and 898 who paroled in custody. All transits between the parole date and August 31, 2007 were 
used to measure return to prison and time to return. As a result, each offender included in the tables has at 
least one full month of follow up. Returns to prison for technical violations or for new sentences are 
counted. 
 
The following two series of tables are grouped by MPRI/IRU participation versus not: 
 
I. MPRI-Related Paroles — i.e., Intensive ReEntry Unit (IRU) pre-MPRI cases and official MPRI cases. 

 
II. All Other Paroles. 

 
Within each of these groups a separate table is provided for Statewide and then for each pilot site, 
beginning with the eight Round 1 sites (Berrien, Capital Area, Genesee, Kalamazoo, Kent, Macomb, 
Northern Michigan, and Wayne), and then the subsequent seven Round 2 sites (Calhoun, Jackson, 
Muskegon, Oakland, Saginaw, St. Clair, and Washtenaw). 
 
Within each table the data are reported by the number of months of follow up.  A prisoner who paroled on 
July 31, 2007 would only have a one month follow-up (August 2007); while an offender paroled in 
January 2005 would have the full 24 months of follow up. Each offender included in a month is also 
included in prior months. For example, an offender in the three months of follow-up group had also been 
followed up for one and for two months. 
 
For example, in the first table (MPRI-Related Parolees – State Wide) there are 6,861 IRU and MPRI 
Paroles. Since each parolee has at least one month of follow up, this number is found in the row with the 
“1” in the “Follow-Up” column and under the column of “Total Parolees Followed Up”. Forty-one of

these MPRI/IRU parolees were returned to prison as technical violators within one month of being 
paroled (<1%). Continuing to the next row (2 Months of follow-up) there were 6,094 parolees followed 
up for at least two months.  These parolees are also included the row above because they were also 
followed up for one month.  Eighty-two of the 6,094 were returned to prison within the first two months 
after release for technical violations (1.3%) and four were returned with new sentences (0.1%). Since the 
parolees are not followed up for the same amount of time, the columns cannot be added, nor are the 
columns cumulative.  Note that fewer than half of the parolees represented in the table have been 
followed up for as long as nine months, and that only about 3% have been followed-up for a full 24 
months. 
 
Consequently, the results in the tables of this analysis must still be regarded as preliminary due to the 
limited number and percentage of cases that have been in the community long enough to have completed 
a full two years of follow-up. In addition, breaking the cases down site-by-site further reduces the 
numbers of offenders in each table who have completed a fixed 24-month follow-up period, rendering the 
data unreliable as indicators of long term trends at this level of detail this early. Instead, it is much more 
reliable to make judgments based on the statewide summary against the baseline data found in Section F 
of the Quarterly Status Report to which this addendum is attached. 
 
Finally, it must be remembered that the MPRI is being implemented in stages, and critical elements such 
as the new risk instrument are not yet in full use. It is also important to recognize that the only cases that 
have completed the 24-month follow-up period are among the very first cases identified for targeting by 
the MPRI initiative – well before many of the most core elements of the MPRI model were in place.
